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These self-evaluations were written in class after being introduced to Four-Color Analysis. Students were directed to write just four sentences, one in each color. The colors can be used in any order; it is up to the writer. 

· Exploring space is important because it is likely that we’ll find some kind of intelligent life out there. The nuclear rocket in our story might actually be used. I liked the story, but I didn’t like having to shorten them because it felt like we were destroying it. The part that relates to me is the reaction between Alyssa and Carolyn because I’ve had experiences where I didn’t get along with others.

· The most important thing about this project was to educate younger children about Mars. We started by gathering information about Mars and splitting the story into sections. This project was interesting because I learned things I hadn’t known yet, but it was also frustrating because the storyline and setup kept changing. This project took a lot of patience; otherwise it would never have gotten done.

· The project was really interesting but I found that as time went on, I became frustrated. This project affected me because I learned how to cooperate more working in groups. Basically, this project was used for students to learn about Mars and be creative to create stories for NASA that could possibly help in the future. I learned that there is a majority of CO2 on the surface of Mars and that the red is caused by FeO2 (iron oxide). I also found out that there are windstorms but they aren’t nearly as disastrous as I thought.

· I liked the science and how someday humans might be on Mars. As editor I was in charge of finalizing the entire story; it left me as the group organizer. I put in a lot of work, however we often butted heads because we all had good ideas that couldn’t be used. But we wanted to use them. I like doing the research to add scientific details to the story.

· This project helped figure out if videoconferencing teaching works and I think it does. Emotionally it increased my love and appreciation for writing, literature, and fighter jets and planes of all kinds. I was the pilot because I love airplanes and wish to fly someday. I learned the structure of a story and lots of facts about Mars and traveling to Mars.

· We should care about exploring Mars because it might affect us in the future. It helped me practice working with others. I used the Internet for information on Mars. I also used previous knowledge I acquired in classes. I like doing things involving space. I think it’s interesting to talk about the unknown like aliens and space.
