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Our New Atlantis colony on Mars will be over 250 acres. We will have fleets of ships. Some will carry parts of the structures, and the rest will carry people. We are hoping that the colony will eventually serve about 1 million people. We will set it up, and then we will have people come after that. But we want a lot of people there to see the historic event.

On every ship there will be a small crew that pilots the ships and maintains everything. There will be people who specialize in space food, water, training, sleep, space wear, mining, power plant, the obelisk, physical exercise, sanitation, and maintenance.

There will also be military personnel, like police, aboard the ships for security purposes. Then the rest of the people will be civilians. People will come and go every day to and from our star port. They could live there for life if they wanted. We will have hotels, apartments, and houses. The specialists will be free to bring family and friends. 

The colony is not feasible at the present time, but it will happen in the not too distant future. When it does, sustainability will be easy. The small crew on each ship will know about space food for everyone. There will be a large amount of food needed because everyone will be living on the ships until the generators and houses and hotels are up. When the mining complex is up, we will be hiring. We will have the same currency on earth and the same prices. The work on New Atlantis will pay great, too. When we have enough people, we will mine for water and minerals and ore. We will send the water through filters and a have series of tests so the water will be drinkable.

Training will not be necessary for the civilians, but the small crews and military personnel will need training. We will take certain precautions so this mission will not fail. There will be artificial gravity on the ships, so sleeping won’t be hard. We will have quarters for everybody, too. The people who will set up the colony will be wearing special spacesuits that will have a cooling system and heating system. The crew, military personnel, and some other workers who specialize in the areas we need, will work on setting up the colony.

Then when everything is set up, we will begin hiring people for jobs. We will have managers for every store that we set up and they will train the employees. The crew and military personnel will have physical training.
Sanitation will be the same on Mars as on Earth. The houses and apartments will have showers for bathing, sinks for washing hands, etc. We will eventually set up a septic system for waste; we will also use the waste as fertilizer. We will have a temporary septic system in the beginning and recycle the water by distilling and filtering it. 
Our construction plan should follow this order:
1. The 4 generators (artificial atmosphere) shall go up first so the people setting it up won’t have to wear spacesuits.

2. After that we will install the temporary septic system and put up the houses and apartments. (The first people who choose to come will have free houses/apartment rooms.)

3. The headquarters will be set up next, and research will begin immediately.

4. Next the obelisk will go up so that we will be safe from meteors, comets, asteroids etc.

5. Then the stores, mining complex, and hospital will go up.

6. Then the star port and hotel follow.

7. Last will be the bar and grill, school, library, farm/butcher/vet, and the entertainment arena.
