Human Space Flight and Related Ground Support Equipment Purchases

NASA Glenn Research Center has determined that all items, materials, and services involved in processes to design, develop, build, test, and launch Human Space Flight Hardware and its Ground Support Equipment are defined as “Critical and Complex Work” per the requirements of NASA Policy Directive (NPD) 8730.5, NASA Quality Assurance Program Policy.

The NPD further states that critical and complex work is subject to and must be completed in accordance with Aerospace Standard (AS) 9100, Quality Management Systems–Aerospace – Requirements.
Therefore, ITEMS, MATERIALS, AND SERVICES RELATED TO HUMAN SPACE FLIGHT HARDWARE AND ITS GROUND SUPPORT EQUIPMENT SHALL NOT BE PURCHASED WITH A BANKCARD. 
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
